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LISE’S LETTER

This time of year, I’ve often
set my sights on writing
about looking forward to and
creating new beginnings.
March is when we set our clocks forward one
hour (Don’t forget to do this so you’re not
late to church on the 10! (-:), start planning
gardens, at least think about doing some
spring cleaning, and at First Parish, we also
have our stewardship pledge drive. (Bring
your pledge in by March 10 so you can be in
our raffle for Fabulous Prizes. We’re also
having a lasagna lunch for everyone as a thank
you and a celebration.) Our stewardship drive
is a time to think about where we’re going
and how we’d like to contribute and, for me,
is an exciting time. But as | look out my
window at all the snow, | keep getting
distracted by my concern for the bigger
picture of climate change.

| was told when | moved here that we usually
get most of our snow on the South Shore after
Christmas. Last year and this, we haven’t
been getting the majority of our snow until
mid-February or later. | think you all know I
love the snow, but my joy is being tempered
by the change in timing, and what that means
to our world.

In October, the United Nations
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
released a report that said we basically have
until 2030 to get our act together, or the
consequences will be very dire for our planet
and all who live here. The essence of the
report said that things are going to be bad
even if we do our best to enact major changes
by 2030. We are now at the point of limiting
climate change. This terrible news made the
headlines for a while, but now it seems to
have snuck below the surface again. Most
people, myself included, are going about their
everyday lives without giving this extreme
warning much attention. In part, at least for
myself, | think that it seems too overwhelming
to be able to do much about it.
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But the fact of climate change and its
consequences is a spiritual problem as well,
one that we as a religious community need to
pay greater attention to. Our seventh
principle encourages us to be aware of and
positively affirm the interdependent web of
all life. Truly, what affects one, affects us
all.  Rising waters are already displacing
people from their homes, and those people
tend to be lower on the socio-economic scale.
We saw how horrific the fires in California
were last year. | was in northern California
during that time hiking with my son; it was so
smoky we couldn’t see the sun and needed to
wear bandanas over our noses and mouths so
we could breathe more easily. My son ended
up skipping part of the Pacific Crest Trail
because conditions were so bad. He was lucky
because he was there by choice— he didn’t
need to leave his home and job as so many
others did.

| know I’m preaching to the choir in terms of
our awareness on this topic. But | believe we
all need to dig deeper regarding our
responses. | was reading one climate change
activist who was saying we need to move
beyond a personal response and get out
institutions involved for that is the only way
we can make lasting and quick change. A New
Green Deal is being proposed in Congress and
many are refuting the proposal because it’s
too much, too fast. | don’t know all the
details of the Deal, but it seems we need
something big and quick—that is what our
scientists, who base their work in facts, are
saying. So | encourage us, as we begin to
come out of the contemplative time of winter
to think about what we can consistently do to
work towards limiting climate change. Maybe
a paradigm shift will help. Instead of thinking
of all the ways we will have to change and
what we’ll have to give up, maybe we can
focus instead on what we get to do so our
children and grandchildren will have a
beautiful and sustainable place to live.

Over February break, the
kids and | visited Salem, MA.
Here’s something we didn’t
know before heading off with
great expectations... the vast majority of
Salem is closed over the winter. Whoops.

We did spend some time at the Peabody Essex
Museum. If you haven’t been, | highly
recommend going. As we were wandering
around an exhibit, | stumbled upon a two
hundred year old wooden carved Noah’s Ark
and a trail of animals heading in two by two.
(You can see a photo of it at the end of this
article.) | called over my youngest child and
while pointing out this gem, | said excitedly,
“Check out this Noah’s Ark! Look at these
beautiful animals. Oh it’s gorgeous!” My
youngest said. “What’s a Noah’s Ark?”
“You’re kidding me right? | mean your mom is
a DRE. What kid of a DRE has never heard the
story of Noah’s Ark?” | semi-shrieked. She
said, “Me. That’s who” and then as she turned
away from me and towards the beautifully
carved pieces, | began to tell her the story.

At first | thought, “My kid is the exception. |
bet every other kid in our RE program knows
the story of Noah.” So | asked a child in RE
who was the same age. That child said. “I
don’t know what you’re talking about.” |
asked an older child who said, “l think I
learned the story, but I’d need a refresher
before a quiz.” | texted an RE parent who
said, “I’ve noticed some gaps.” | re-read the
index pages of the curricula we are using this
year. The story of Noah is covered in grades
5-6 but not grades 1-4. | brought it up with
the office staff, and we ended up singing:

“There were green alligators and long-necked

geese
Some humpty-backed camels and some
chimpanzees

Some cats and rats and elephants, but sure as
you're born

The loveliest of all was the unicorn.”

Lyrics by Shel Silverstein and recorded in
1967 by the Irish Rovers

So here is my plea to RE parents... Be honest.
What are we missing? For me, in that moment
in Salem, it was “religious stories that appear
in the larger culture” but on other days | think
of other things like “we should offer monthly
weekend evening activities for kids so
overscheduled and tired parents can have a
date night.” What is the RE program not
giving your family that we should? What
should RE look like in 5 years? Dream big!

Parents, please reach out. What are we doing
well here at FPNUU, and let’s start naming
our blind spots. You know how and where to
find me. | want to chat!

WHAT IS THE
DENOMINATIONAL
AFFAIRS COMMITTEE?

The Denominational Affairs

Committee serves to link
First Parish of Norwell with denominational
organizations and to educate the Parish about
the larger denomination. The committee
encourages and promotes greater
participation of members and friends of the
church in the activities and concerns of the
broader Unitarian Universalist movement.
Committee members provide information
about services, resources and processes that
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enhance or are necessary to the healthy
functioning of our church operations.

The committee is comprised of delegates
elected at the annual meeting of FPN to
primarily represent the Parish at the Unitarian
Universalist ~ Association  (UUA)  General
Assembly. The number of delegates elected is
determined by the number of certified
members of the First Parish of Norwell
congregation and is regulated by the bylaws of
the UUA.

Here are the highlights of whata DA rep
would be doing at General Assembly (GA),
which is a maximum 5 day conference
typically held in the second half of June (and
in 2020 will be held in Providence!):

e Attending General Sessions (usually 1
per day) where the business of the UUA
is discussed. This could be everything
from committee updates for GA itself
to sweeping 3-year focus topics for our
denomination. Delegates (up to 3 from
FPN) are the only ones permitted to
vote. It's helpful to bring back the
decisions  and topics to the
congregation and/or related
committees.

e Attend workshops (approx. 2 per day)
which cover a wide range of topics.
Some might be of more personal
interest, but an emphasis should be
made on those topics of concern to our
church. Any information gathered
should be compiled and passed along to
the relevant FPN committee upon
return.

e Attend worship, the Ware Lecture and
the public Sunday service (if possible).
These are all really enriching, and a
great way to start or end your day.

e Get to know other UU's! This often
happens naturally, but GA is a great
place to network.

e If possible, attend the New England
Region meeting at GA. This usually
happens early on, so it’s not always
possible if you aren't getting into town
until later.
